Value Reconstruction of Senior Education: A Return to its Original Intention

Abstract: The purpose of this study is to explore the key problems in traditional senior education in an attempt
to reconstruct the value of senior education in the new stage of high—quality development. It is found that the
past practice of senior education rooted in the viewpoint of functionalist philosophy that considered the elderly
as a burden of continuous aging society mostly focused on physical and mental health and entertainment
resources to help fight aging and ease the burden of social support. This practice fails to meet the needs of the
senior community in today’s rapid economic and social development that has entitled the elders to longer lifespan,
healthier physical and mental conditions, and distinctive social values. The authors thus argued that it is
necessary to reshape a developmental value concept and regard the senior stage for integrated learning as a new
hybrid life cycle of multi—-dimensional incorporation of life, work, and social interaction through updating the
development concept of senior education, improving the governance and support system, and protecting the
learning rights and interests of the elderly for the lifelong development of the senior society.
